Hello,  I am Jim Bratcher and I have the pleasure of having been designated as the Commanding Officer of the Training Command (COTC) of the Navy League Cadet Orientation at Jim Creek Navy Recreation area near Arlington, Wa.  I have served in several positions on the unit level including being a unit CO and am currently the Regional Director of Region 13-1 (Oregon).  My own sons were in the Sea Cadet program and truly benefitted from the program.

If you are an Escort Officer/Instructor or Staff Cadet, please report on Saturday 25 June in time to attend a preliminary organizational and training meeting scheduled for 1100.  All Escorts, Staff, unit CO’s involved are encouraged to attend.

If you are a Navy League Cadet, you will report in salt and peppers with your orders, service record, and sea bag on the morning of 26 June.

All service records require a page 19 on the top left side that includes the unit mailing address, name and contact information for the unit CO or appropriate point of contact for resolutions of challenges.  This will be our resource for solutions and additional information as needed.  CO and Training Officers are encouraged to provide suggestions to ensure maximum success of your Leaguer.

The Staff is tasked to provide a very realistic environment for the Leaguer to be able to experience what military life is like.  I do expect the full cooperation and participation from the Leaguer.  Yes, there will be stressful events, however, nothing abusing or demeaning.  I want the Leaguer to gradate with their head held high and eyes bright for the future.
The training as scheduled will provide for physical training, self-discipline, leadership, team building, military bearing, marinlinespike seamanship, naval terms and communications, ranks/rates, chain of command, Navy Core Values, DARE, sexual harassment, personal hygiene, uniform care, 9mm pistol qualifications, swim qualifications, and LOTS of drill instruction.

Staff Cadets are reminded that YOU are an example of an ambassador of the entire Sea Cadet Program and as such your conduct will be under constant review.  You will provide instruction, direction, and set an example of leadership.  If you do not measure up, you will be going home.

Directions:  Turn east on SR-530 at I-5 exit 208.  (rest stop is at exit 207)  (beware of the 35 MPH speed zone.)  Drive to Arlington, and turn left at the stop light and go toward Darrington for 7.5 miles.  You will pass Trafton Store and Gas Station on your left at MP-25 and you should be able to see an old style two story white school house on the right.  That will be the intersection for Jim Creek Road.  The training site is at the end of the road (7 miles) and the main gate to Jim Creek.  If you do not have DoD ID you may not be permitted to enter the base.

Leaguers:  Do not bring a cell phone because there is no cell service and the phone will be confiscated, there is also no need for spending money because the market is small and off-limits to Leaguers. All cadets are REQUIRED to submit a transportation form (enclosed).
Awards and Graduation Ceremony is scheduled of 1100 02​ July.  Parents, relatives, and friends are very welcome and encouraged to attend.  As yet, the Graduation may not occur at Jim Creek.
